How does Flower District membership work?
The Los Angeles Flower District is a badge membership program that offers 
wholesale pricing to its members. In 2008, its membership of more than 4,500 
people represented approximately 2,000 retail florists, 300 event planners, 
600 interior decorators and others in floral-related businesses. Membership 
fees are nominal at $30/one year and $50/two years. For more details and an 
application, visit www.LAFlowerDistrict.com. 

How does the Flower District fit into the Fashion District?
The expanded Los Angeles FASHION District encompasses 95 blocks of the Fashion 
(wholesale) District. The Flower District is one of many residents of this area, along 
with a growing list of textile, fashion, jewelry and produce enterprises. 

How many people visit the Flower District annually?
Every year, more than 250,000 members of the general public visit here. In 
addition, some 45,000 or more visits are made by District badge members.

What are the busiest days at the Flower District?
Typically Wednesdays and Fridays, when shoppers stock up for weekend flower 
orders and events.

What’s the parking situation?
Street parking is available as well as the two garage parking levels accessible 
from San Julian and Wall streets.
